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CLASSROOM HOUSEKEEPING
The Maysville Board of Education believes that the school environment is an important part of a student's success during the school day.
The board believes that scholarship, student control, and good citizenship go hand in hand with good housekeeping. Teachers will aid the custodians by keeping their own rooms as clean and neat as possible, striving to maintain their classrooms in good physical condition. They should ensure that their rooms are in proper order at the end of each period. An orderly, well-arranged classroom will set the stage for good teaching. Clean floors and desks will teach good habits. Properly ventilated classrooms are necessary to insure alertness.
If a room is not receiving proper attention from the custodial staff, the condition is to be reported to the building principal.
