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SPONSORSHIP PROGRAM
The Maysville Public Schools may maintain a corporate sponsorship program designed to provide a mutually beneficial etween the district and the business community. The goal of this program is to achieve additional revenues to support district programs in a manner that will limit the commercial exposure associated with this program to locations of major athletic events, such as stadiums, baseball fields, and gymnasiums. The program may also be used in school cafeterias, related to the food services program.
Official sponsors will receive certain rights and opportunities that may include the right to be an exclusive provider of services or products for the period of time addressed by the sponsorship contract.

All sponsorship contracts will allow the district to terminate the contract at least on an annual basis if the district administration determines the program will have an adverse impact on implementation of curriculum or the educational experience of students.

Revenue derived from the sponsorship program will be formally identified as consideration for advertising rights or as sponsorship revenues. Each contract with a sponsor will provide at least 30 percent of the revenues as consideration for advertising rights with the remainder being identified as sponsorship revenues.

Signage Rights of Participants
1. Foundation Partners
A. Stadium complex naming rights - This level of sponsorship is limited to two organizations, each of which will receive naming rights for athletic complexes.

B. Stadium signage rights - The sponsor will be allowed a 4 feet by 16 feet sign at the stadium with naming rights and a 4 feet by 8 feet sign at all other stadium facilities.

C. High school baseball field signage rights - The sponsor will be allowed a 4 feet by 8 feet sign at each high school baseball field.

D. High school gymnasiums - The sponsor will be allowed a 2 feet by 3 feet sign in each high school
gymnasium.
2. Sponsors
A. Stadium signage rights - The sponsor will be allowed a 3 feet by 6 feet sign at each district-wide stadium facility.
B. High school baseball field signage rights - The sponsor will be allowed a 3 feet by 6 feet sign at each high school baseball field.

C. High school gymnasiums- The sponsors' names and logos will be included on a single 3 feet by 6 feet sign in each high school gymnasium that will state "The Maysville Public Schools District thanks the following sponsors for their support."

D. Each food service sponsor may be allowed to display a banner not to exceed 3 feet by 6 feet that includes
the sponsor's name and logo in each participating school cafeteria.
SPONSORSHIP PROGRAM (Cont.)
Rights and benefits in addition to advertising may be granted to individual sponsors. The rights will become part of
the negotiated contract.
Public Address Announcements

Each sponsor will be allowed to receive public address aclmowledgment at district sporting events, not to exceed two
announcements per event.
All sponsorship activities will comply with the existing board policies.
